Notes to help with the application form

Your Community Council should be able to tell you whether your project is suitable for this grant and will help you fill in the form. Otherwise you can call either of the two community councillors at the numbers listed at the end of the form.
Section 1
Eligible costs

Within your total project cost, this is the cost of those aspects of your project which this grant could be used for. It may be the same as the total project cost.

The amount of grant requested may be less than but no more than half the total project cost.

Projects must tie in with one or both of these themes. You can explain how at Section 4 and 5.
Section 3

If your organisation involves young people under 18 you need to have a written child protection policy in place.
Section 4
Project summary
Outline your plans and tell us how your project fits into the aims of the grant. Show us how you know there is a need for it, how it will help local people and how they are involved in your project. 

Your project may help the rural economy in many ways such as employing a local business to do the work, sourcing equipment locally, helping increase visitor numbers or providing a local service.

Section 5
Explain how your project will be something new for your community or how it adds to an existing service.
Section 6
For example, if you have built something or purchased equipment, who will maintain it or where will it be stored?

Section 7
Give a realistic estimate if you don’t know exact numbers.
Section 8
Match funding can be obtained from your own funds or from another funder. 

We can only fund up to half your costs. You need to tell us where you hope to obtain the rest of the money or, if you already have it, where it came from, for example, fundraising, donations or another grant. 
Section 9 
If you need a copy of the LEADER logos for publicity purposes, we can supply them.
